Steven Paul Jobs was an American entrepreneur. He was the co-founder, chairman, and CEO of Apple. He is widely recognized as a pioneer of the personal computer revolution of the 1970s and 1980s.
On February 24, 1955, Steven Paul Jobs was born to parents Joanne Carole Schieble and Abdelfattah Jandali in San Francisco, California. Abdul Lateef Jandali, according to his relative Bassma Al Jandaly, was his real name at birth. Paul Reinhold Jobs and Clara (née Hagopian) Jobs adopted him shortly after his birth.
 Steve Jobs had little interest in technology. He had a deep love for dance, western history, and calligraphy. He would have ended up doing something quite different if he had pursued his passions. What he actually accomplished was directing his genius by using his passions.
He went to Reed College in 1972 but left shortly after. In order to market Wozniak's Apple 1 personal computer, he and Steve Wozniak co-founded Apple in 1976. The creation and selling of the Apple 2, one of the earliest and most successful microcomputers, earned the pair fame and financial success a year later.
In 2003, Jobs was diagnosed with a pancreatic neuroendocrine tumour. He died of respiratory arrest related to the tumour on October 5, 2011, at the age of 56.
