

Arab Countries and Their Specialties ….
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Lebanon 
Main crops include cereals (mainly wheat and barley), fruits and vegetables, olives, grapes, and tobacco, along with sheep and goat herding. Mineral resources are limited and are only exploited for domestic consumption. This is because the country has good land for farming with rich soil.

Jordan

Jordan is the eighth largest producer of olive oil in the world, with 24,000 tons per year since the mountains in the north are rich in olive oil trees.  It is also known to be the second largest exporter of phosphate, and sixth largest producer of phosphate in the world, with production capacity exceeding 7 million tons of phosphate annually, and this is because the rich dead sea mineral extracts.

Tunisia 
Tunisia's economic growth historically has depended on oil, phosphates, agri-food products, car parts manufacturing, and it is also known for truism for its golden beaches. 
Morocco
Morocco has always been a temple for Artisanal handicrafts. The Garment Industry is well established, specializing in wool, silk, lace, denim, leather, yarn/thread, cotton, technical fabrics, woven knitwear, metals, and sequins.

United Arab Emirates
The United Arab Emirates (UAE) is among the world's ten largest oil producers. About 96% of the country's roughly 100 billion barrels of proven oil reserves are located in Abu Dhabi, ranking number six worldwide. The UAE produces an average of 3.2 million barrels of petroleum and liquids per day.

Qatar
 Crude oil production is at approximately 1,300,000 barrels per day making Qatar one of the top 15 oil exporting countries and one of the world's major fertilizer producers.

Kuwait
Kuwait is a major oil supplier and a member of the OPEC consortium. Oil accounts for nearly half of Kuwait's GDP, around 95% of exports, and approximately 90% of government export revenue. Kuwait holds approximately 7% of global oil reserves and has a current production capacity of about 3.15 million barrels per day

Egypt 
Its most important exports include petroleum and petroleum products, followed by raw cotton, cotton yarn, and textiles. Egypt also plays a vital role in international energy markets through the Suez Canal and the Suez-Mediterranean (SUMED) pipeline. 
Egypt is very famous for its ancient civilization and the monuments of the majestic pharaohs and pyramids so it is a very famous touristic site. 

Libya
Apart from petroleum, Libya's other natural resources are natural gas and gypsum. Its economy depends primarily on the oil sector resulting in excellent substantial revenues.

Syria
Wool, cotton, and nylon textiles are Syria's most important manufactures, and mills are mainly in Aleppo, Damascus, Homs, and Ḥamāh ; natural silk is also produced. Also of importance are the technical engineering industries, most of which are located in Damascus.

Comoros
The Comoros is the world's leading producer of essence of ylang-ylang, used in manufacturing perfume. It also is the world's second-largest producer of vanilla, after Madagascar. Principal food crops are coconuts, bananas, and cassava. Foodstuffs constitute 32% of total imports.

Sudan
Besides petroleum, Sudan's other chief exports are livestock, cotton, Arabic gum, sorghum, and sesame.

Oman
Crude oil, refined petroleum, and natural gas account for most exports, also some manufactured products are also exported.

Bahrain
 The economy of Bahrain is heavily dependent upon oil and gas. The Bahraini Dinar is the second-highest-valued currency unit in the world. Since the late 20th century, Bahrain has heavily invested in the banking and tourism sectors.

Iraq
Petroleum and natural gas. Petroleum is Iraq's most valuable mineral—the country has some of the world's largest known reserves and, before the Iran-Iraq War, was the second largest oil-exporting state. Oil production contributes almost all of Iraq's foreign exchange.

Palestine
Around 183,000 hectares of land in the Palestinian territories are cultivated, of which around half is used for olive production. Olive products earn more in export income than any other agricultural crop.

Yemen
Yemen has long been renowned for producing some of the best honey in the world, often compared to Mānuka honey from New Zealand. Some of the highest quality, and purest, comes from bees fed exclusively on the flowers of the sidr, producing a pale coloured honey with a fiery, almost bitter aftertaste

Algeria 
Main crops, vegetables and fruits are wheat, barley, potatoes, oats, citrus fruit, grapes, dates, and figs. Palm trees cover about 72,000 hectares. Algeria also produces olive oil and tobacco. Herders in the high plateaus rear livestock, specifically goats, cattle, and sheep.

Mauritania
The economy of Mauritania is still largely based on agriculture and livestock, even though most of the nomads and many subsistence farmers were forced into the cities by recurring droughts in the 1970s and 1980s

Somalia
Its chief export commodities are livestock and bananas, which are mainly sent to Arab countries. Other exports include hides and skins, fish, and frankincense and myrrh.

Djibouti
Known as the Pearl of the Gulf of Tadjoura due to its location, Djibouti is strategically positioned near the world's busiest shipping lanes and acts as a refueling and transshipment center. The Port of Djibouti is the principal maritime port for imports to and exports from neighboring Ethiopia.
