The award-winning short film ‘‘The Raisin’’ (which is directed by Rob Carter) was based far away in a little old farm-house in the middle of nature. The film was a comedy with two main actors; Trevor Allan Davies, who was certainly amusing through his subtle humor, and Helen Ryan, who was sweet and thoughtful. 

The film began with an old man who had a lonely life and lived a daily routine of buying and cooking potatoes.
