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What are stem cells? 
They are the bodies raw materials, it has a unique ability to develop into specialized cell types in the body.


What do stem cells do?
Cells from which other cells with specialized functions are generated.


What are stem cells used for?
They are used treat conditions in which the bone marrow is damaged and is no longer able to produce healthy blood cells.


Where do stem cells come from?
The inner cell mass.


Why are stem cells important?
They are important because they are essential for blood cancer and blood disorder treatments. 



How many stem cells do we have?
 We have around 50,000 – 200,000 stem cells.



Who can donate stem cells?
Anyone between ages 17-55 in general good health can donate stem cells.


Who can’t donate stem cells?
 People who have serious kidney problems cannot donate stem cells. 


Which organ has stem cells?
Brain, blood, bone marrow, muscles, skin and heart.
