ENGLISH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE (SPEAKING ENDORESEMENT) 0510FX: marks for the 
speaking component do not contribute to the overall grade candidates receive for the 
written components. Instead, where candidates perform to an appropriate standard, 
certificates record separately the achievements of candidates, with grades 1 (high) to 5

➢ Changing options is ONLY allowed during the first month of the first 

semester in grade 9, with a signed request or an official email from parents. 

➢ Students are not allowed to drop any selected subject neither in grade 9 

nor in grade 10. However, if a student decides not to sit for the external 

exam of a specific subject, s/he has the choice not to register as long as 

s/he has a minimum of 6 IGCSE subjects.

Jordanian (Tawjihi) Equivalency Requirements: 
 In order to achieve the Jordanian Equivalency, the student has to pass six 
IGCSE (O-level) subjects and two full A-level subjects or one full A-level & two 
AS subjects. 
Enclosed are the Jordanian Equivalency rules and regulations as set by the 
Ministry of Education (MoE) as well as the Ministry’s latest announcements. 
The school transcripts of grades 10, 11 and 12 are among the requirements of 
the Jordanian equivalency and the MoE has set a number of compulsory 
subjects that should be offered by the school and included in the transcripts.

Other graduation requirements: 
 

• Regular attendance to all classes. Failing to do so will put the 

student at a risk of being dropped from that subject. 

• A full school day schedule 

• All of the MoE required school subjects 

• Involvement in Community Service or CAS program (Creativity, 

Activity, Service) is a requirement and is of great advantage for 

university acceptance abroad. 

Students of grade 9 and 10 are advised to participate in community service 
and CAS program whereas students of grades 11 and 12 have two hours per 
week dedicated to community service supervised by Misses Haneen Bisharat
