DOK 3: Textual evidence includes the following: “Daedalus
watched him proudly but with misgivings”; “No human
being has ever traveled through the air before”; “if you fly
too low, the fog and spray will clog your wings, and if you
fly too high, the heat will melt the wax that holds them

together.”
