What can dogs do? 
Dogs have many talents. They can be taught to herd sheep, helping farmers get them in from the field. They can lead people who are blind, helping them to cross the road and find their way around safely. Dogs have an amazing sense of smell. Their sense of smell is more than one million times stronger than humans, meaning that they are brilliant for helping the police catch criminals.

What do dogs eat?
Dogs are omnivores, which means they can eat meat, vegetables and grains. You should never feed a dog chocolate, raisins, grapes, onions or garlic as those foods make them sick.

Looking after dogs
Dogs love to exercise, so they need to go out for a walk every day. Dogs love to play! They like to fetch balls and sticks. They also like getting head scratches, belly rubs and treats.
