We add “s,es,ies” to the verbs after (He , She, It) and Singular nouns.

	With most verbs, add s 
	Write - writes  
Swim -swims 
Run- runs
Walk- walks

	verbs that end in                   ( sh/ch/x/o/z/s) , add es 
	Wash – washes 
Watch- watches 
Pass – passes 
Go – goes
Fix- fixes 

	Verbs that end in consonant + y change y to i and add es 
	Try – tries 
Cry- cries 
Carry – carries 

	Verbs that end in vowel + y just add s 
	Play- plays 
Say- says
