7- Doctors did their best in the Covid-19 pandemic although they were in great danger. (show emphasis on the danger) 

Although they were in great danger, doctors did their best in the Covid-19 pandemic.   

8- I am a vegetarian. I changed my lifestyle. (emphasize using a gerund)

Being a vegetarian; I changed my lifestyle. 

9- They practiced hard for days and weeks. (start the sentence with the adverbial phrase) 

For days and weeks, they practiced hard.

10- They lost the game despite the fact that they played hard. (show emphasis on playing hard)
