It is totally 
unacceptable to treat animals so badly, their wellbeing and health are definitely 
affected. 
 
To conclude, I support the fact that we definitely should not use animals for our 
entertainment as it is cruel and in no way healthy to these animals. In saying this, 
they should be returned to their natural habitat straight away.
