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An adverb is a word that modifies a verb, an adjective, another adverb, or a whole clause.

It usually answers these questions: When? Where? How? To what extent?

She travels abroad A He spoke .
They fought . We drove .

He dances .
She went .
We forgot her.

NOTE: Adverbs do not modify linking verbs,

such as seem, appear, sound, look, etc.
She sounds badly.
+/She sounds bad. (adjective)

We were loud.

The trafficis bad.

Mark is her favorite child.
That night was memorable.
They were near.

The movie was boring.
She was rude to me.

MODIFIES ANOTHER ADVERB

Don’t laugh loudly.
They know him well.

Mae slept early.
She works

efficiently at night.
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
