Whose
We use whose in relative clauses instead of his/her/their:

we saw some people - [cheir] car had broken down

- We saw some people [Whose] car had broken down.

We use whose mostly for people:
A widow is a woman whose husband is dead. (her husband is dead)
® What's the name of the man whose car you borrowed? (you borrowed his car)
® A few days ago I met someone whose brother I went to school with. (1 went to school
with his/her brother)
Compare who and whose:
® Imet a man who knows you. (he knows you)
 Lmet a man whose sister knows you. (his sister knows you)

A clause is a part of a sencence. A relative clause tells us which person or thing (or what kind of
person or thing) the speaker means:
