Sait was that in May 2006 the firsttree  an Oak, some 150 vears old, was milled and the process began.
Continuing with the ‘low environmental impact’ theme, ll the timber from this and other trees s to be
ai-dried (as opposed to being commercall Kiln cried which is @ much faster process, but one which
requires considerable power consumtion).
Toair dry Oak requires 1 year for every 25mm plus 3 year; 50 a 50mm board will take 3 years to dry out to
the point where it can be placed into a kiln for the final drying process. By the time the firt Ok boards
were ready to goiinto akil, the Cabinet Maker hed built a Sola Kil to take them, thus extending the
‘sustainabilty theme 2 step further. Furnture made from this tree was exhibited in the company'sfirst
‘exhibition in 2010.

The business stayed auite ocal for @ number of years unti the Cabinet Maker, now also making a name for
Tree Milling Services, was contacted by the Nuns of Notting Hil in 2012. A Copper Beech tree had blown
over n their garden, blockinga path. Searching the internet for asolution that would not simply resultin
ple offirewood from this much-loved tree, the Bursar contacted the Cabinet Maker to ak if he would mill
it. They couldn'tafford to pay for the service, but would he take the timber as payment.
This caused the Cabinet Maker some considerable dilemma; Notting Hillis about 200km from Nottingham.
