	Objectives:
· To identify simple sentences, compound and complex sentences.
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Types of Sentences

Sentences can be categorized into three main types based on their structure and complexity. Understanding these types will help you become a better writer and communicator.

1. Simple Sentences:
Structure: 
Consist of a single independent clause (a group of words that can stand alone as a complete sentence).
Example: 
· She loves to read books.

2. Compound Sentences:
Structure: 
Composed of two or more independent clauses joined by a coordinating conjunction (FANBOYS: for, and, nor, but, or, yet, so) or a semicolon.
Example:
· He wanted to go to the park, but it started raining.
· She studied for her test; however, she still felt unprepared.

3. Complex Sentences:
Structure: 
Composed of an independent clause (main clause) and one or more dependent clauses (subordinate clauses).
[image: Subordinating Conjunctions Examples, List, Definition, Videos]
Example:
· After I finish my homework (dependent clause), I'll go to the park (independent clause).
· Because it was raining (dependent clause), they decided to stay indoors (independent clause).


· Additional Information:
· Simple sentences are the most basic type of sentence and often express a single idea or action.
· Compound sentences combine two or more related ideas or actions.
· Complex sentences show a relationship between a main idea and a supporting idea.

· Exercise 1: Identifying Sentence Types
Determine the type of each sentence and write "S" for Simple, "C" for Compound, or "CX" for Complex.

· The sun rises in the morning. 
Simple sentence (S)
· I wanted to visit the museum, but it was closed.
Compound sentence (C)
· Although she was tired, she stayed up late to finish her project.
Complex sentence (CX)
· Are you coming to the party?
Simple Sentence (S)
· What a wonderful surprise!
Simple Sentence (S)
· Please pass me the salt.
Simple Sentence (S)
·  He studied hard, so he aced the exam.
Compound sentence (C)
· After the storm passed, we went outside to play.
Complex sentence (CX)

· I like pizza. I prefer pasta.
I like pizza but I prefer pasta.

· I finished my homework. I went to bed early.
When I finished my homework, I went to bed early. 
· She woke up late. She missed the bus.
She missed the bus because she woke up late. 
· He practiced basketball. He wanted to improve his skills.
Because he wanted to improve his skills, he practiced basketball.
· We planted flowers. We hoped they would bloom in spring.
