4- Idiocy: (noun) extremely stupid behavior.
e.g. "the idiocy of decimating yew forests"

5- Jittery: (adjective) nervous or unable to relax.

6- Mass: (noun) a large body of matter with no definite shape.

7- Miserably: (adverb) in a wretchedly unhappy manner.
e.g. "he stared miserably into his hands"

8- Murky: (adjective) a dark and gloomy, especially due to thick mist.
e.g. "the sky was murky and a thin drizzle was falling"

9- Vermin: (noun) parasitic worms or insects.
e.g. "his clothes are infested with vermin"

10- Window-sill: (noun) the horizontal piece at the bottom of a window
e.g. "The man places both palms on the windowsill of his home gym"
11- Conjectured: (verb) form an opinion or supposition about (something) on the basis of incomplete information.
e.g. “many conjectured that the jury could not agree"

12- Posture: (noun) the position in which someone holds their body when standing or sitting.
e.g. "I got out of the car in an alert posture"

13- Ligatures: (noun) a thing used for tying or binding something tightly.
e.g. "there was no sign of the ligature which strangled her"

14- Quiver: (noun) an archer's portable case for holding arrows.
e.g. "he had created a whole new quiver of boards specifically for Hawaii"

15- Shrill: (adjective) high-pitched and piercing voice or sound.
e.g. "a shrill laugh"

16- Perceived: (verb) become aware or conscious of (something); come to realize or understand.
e.g. "his mouth fell open as he perceived the truth"
