Living things are classified as a living thing if they move or grow. They are also called organisms. All organisms need some things to help them to stay alive. The essential things are air, water and food. You can tell the difference between living things and non-living things by the way they behave.4
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How do you know if something is a living thing?
All living things move. We know that animals move in many varied ways: kangaroos jump, kookaburras fly, sharks swim and emus run, but plants move too.

How do you classify living things?
Living things are divided into classification groups by scientists. These groups are made up of living things that are similar to each other. The classifications begin very generally and get more and more specific the more similarities are found between organisms. Would a koala be classified with a gum tree?20


What can living things do?
All living things can move and are sensitive or able to feel. Even the smallest and simplest living things can feel when they are touched or know when something is hot or cold. 25

Living things can all take in and put out chemicals, but these are different between each organism. Animals breathe in oxygen and breathe out carbon dioxide just like humans do. Green plants absorb carbon dioxide and release oxygen; they also make their own food through photosynthesis. Animals then eat these green plants and get their energy.30

 All organisms also produce their own waste. Similar to when we put the wrapper from our chocolate bar in the rubbish bin, we get rid of the part that isn’t needed anymore. The same is true of living things. When they have finished taking the nutrients from something, they get rid of the part that is no longer needed. 35

Through these processes, all living things reproduce. Plants make new shoots or produce seeds that can grow into new plants, and animals produce babies.
